Nights Away Kit List – Winter camp 
	All young people will need to bring their personal equipment and should be encouraged to pack themselves. This list is only a guide. For winter camp please follow this one proviso - please ensure that Scouts, particularly boys, do not under-pack and take insufficient changes of clothes, especially trousers and socks. We don’t want youngsters wearing wet clothing outdoors in winter. 

Because we are camping outdoors in the winter months it is of paramount importance that all youngsters have adequate sleeping equipment. Sleeping bags normally considered adequate for use in the summer months in the UK will not keep children warm enough when the outside temperature at night could be freezing. The generic rectangular zipped nylon sleeping bag will not be appropriate. A “three-season” or “four-season” mummy-shaped sleeping bag is best.

General Notes

1) Scouts should not bring a large sum of money with them; All food and drink is provided. Responsibility for Scouts’ cash money remains solely with the Scout.

2) Electronic devices should not be brought to camp. Scouts and parents should understand that the responsibility for the safety of any electronic devices – iPlayers, iPods, games consoles, mobile phones, smart phones - rests solely with the Scout and not the Scout Group, the campsite or the Scout Association. Please refrain from allowing your Scout to take such devices to camp. The leadership may confiscate electronic devices if Scouts are found with them.

3) Digital cameras are an exception to note 2) but please note that responsibility for them remains solely with the Scout. 
4) Folding pocket pen-knives with short blades (<3”) are allowed. However, if Scouts are found using these in an inappropriate or unsafe way, the knife will be confiscated. Please also see www.1stoxtedscouts.com/files/2013/05/Scouts-and-knives-for-adults.pdf 
5) Sleeping bags – If you need technical advice on sleeping bags, and particularly if are considering buying a sleeping bag for this event, please feel free to contact one of the leaders. 

6) Inflatable mats – the kind that blow up off a 12v car battery pump are too big and ideally should be avoided. There are smaller self-inflating kinds which are preferable. Insulation UNDER the person is important; old blankets are fine for this too. 

7) Scarf, hat, gloves and suitable coat – if young people are found not to have these items on camp their parents may be contacted and asked to come and take them home again. Please take the time to ensure that your son or daughter is sent to camp properly dressed and equipped for being outdoors in winter conditions.
